Mouse Click, Single or Doubleclick

Windows XP

Go to control Panel.

Click Tools.... Folder Options
Click Options...set for doubleclick
Click Apply and Ok

Windows 98

DoubleClick My Computer

Click VIEW and then Folder Options

Click General Tab

Click CUSTOM, BASED ON SETTINGS YOU CHOOSE
Click SETTINGS

Select which you prefer, single or doubleclicks
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Mouse Enlarges Fonts
These work on text on websites, and on text documents. May not work on email.

Most mouses (mice) with wheels will enlarge fonts if you hold down the CTRL key
and roll the wheel forward. To reduce fonts, roll the wheel backward while
holding down the CTRL key.

Keystroke to Enlarge Fonts

Hold down the CTRL key and tap the + key to reduce font size.
Hold down the CTRL key and quickly tap the + key twice.
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Mouse Pointer to Default Button

Save yourself from having to relocate the mouse pointer by setting the mouse
pointer to automatically move to the default button on the next screen.

1. Click Start...settings...control panel.

2. Doubleclick the Mouse icon to open it.

3. Place a check in the Automatically move the mouse pointer to the default
button.

MOUSE SETTINGS

To change your Mouse Settings (such as mouse speed, double-click timing, or left-hand
use), follow these steps to access Mouse Properties: from the Windows desktop, click



START...SETTINGS...CONTROL PANEL, Double-click on the Mouse icon, and the
Mouse Properties window appears. Make the preferred changes and click APPLY.
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Change Mouse Click Speed:

In the Double-click speed control panel at the bottom of the Mouse
Properties menu, adjust your mouse's double-click speed by clicking
and dragging the sliding bar to the right (to speed things up) or to the
left (to slow things down). The test of the desired speed is to click or
doubleclick in the box with the 'little box' until your clicking causes
the jack-in-the-box to pop up. This is the correct speed for you.

Click APPLY.
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Customize your mouse settings

In Control Panel there's a Mouse icon that many people have
never investigated. When you open the Mouse Properties dialog
box, you can change the double-click speed, the type of pointers
you use, and even add pointer trails. (This adds a "visual echo"
of your mouse pointer as you move it.) It also makes it easier to
find your pointer on smaller or LCD (liquid crystal display)
screens of laptops. If you're left handed, you can switch the
function of the mouse buttons. You can change it so that the
right button becomes the primary clicking button and the left
mouse button is used for shortcut menus.

MOUSE CLEANING (sluggish mouse)
Not for Optical Mouse

After you’ve checked the mouse plug to be sure it is seated tightly into the CPU, clean it.

1. Remove the Ball. Rotate the ring under the bottom of the mouse and the ball will fall
out.

2. Wash the ball in warm, soapy water, then dry thoroughly with a dry, lint-free cloth.

3. Using a can of compressed air, blow out any dust that has accumulated inside the
mouse housing.

4. Clean the 3 rollers. Use a cotton swab dipped in isopropyl alcohol to gently rub away
any layers of gunk clinging to the rollers.

5. When everything is completely dry, reassemble the ball in the housing and replace the
retaining ring. Test the mouse.

One other possible problem can cause a mouse to operate for a few minutes then stop
moving. That is static electricity buildup. Try spraying the carpet right around the



computer area lightly with a dilute solution of anti-static fabric softner. Don’t spray the
computer.

MOUSE CURSORS (POINTERS)

Tired of that same old Mouse cursor???

1. Click START....Settings...Control Panel and doubleclick MOUSE icon.
2. Click the Pointer Tab and select any of the cursors provided there.

3. Click Apply

(Note: If you haven't already, you'll need to install the pointers off

the installation CD. Open the Control Panel, double-click Add/Remove
Programs, and click the Windows Setup tab. In the list of Components,
double-click Accessories. Select Mouse Pointers, click OK twice, and
insert the installation CD when asked.)

You can also adjust the speed of your click and doubleclick by clicking the BUTTON tab and
you can select to leave trails and their length by clicking the MOTION tab.

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MOUSE CURSOR KEYS on Keyboard

If you want to control your mouse with the cursor keys, including

single-pixel movements, just open the Accessibility Options applet in

Control Panel, and turn on MouseKeys via the Mouse tab. This lets you

operate the mouse cursor with the keys on your numeric keypad and still use

the inverted-T cursor keys to move the text cursor.
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Other Mouse Problems
Frozen Mouse.
a. At boot mouse doesn’t work — Reboot, driver may not have loaded.
b. Frozen mouse — press CTRL+ALT+DEL to bring up task manager. End Task on
top program running.
Press the Windows Key, then press ESC to release frozen mouse.
If you have several extra features enabled for the mouse, try disabling those
features.
Upgrade to the latest mouse drivers at the mouse manufacturer’s web site.
Delete mouse in Device Manager and reboot to reload mouse and drivers.
If using Vista, your mouse may not be compatible with Vista.
. IF using a USB mouse to a PS/2 port, remove the adapter and plug into a USB port.
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
